It was a good Thanksgiving. We had Turkey, Ham, Cornish Game Hen and everything else with it. Oh, we even had Non-Alcoholic wine. ( This is a picture of one of the small DEFACs. The facility I normally attend, try to imagine, is at least twice this size, is full of soldiers with their weapons and helmets laid out on the floor. You can cut through the middle on your way to the laundry and get lost….. but the laundry washes and folds for ya, So it’s worth it. 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The mortars have slowed down a lot. We’ve only had one code red alert since a day before Thanksgiving and our mortar teams responded with 4 quick returns. Incoming explosions and outgoing all pretty much sound the same. The best way to tell the difference is to listen to someone on the radio. Well, unless it’s close…then you do know the difference. (
